There was no ‘‘ tinsel or parade ” about this, 
simply a little human interest, and the fact that I am 
in favour of State Registration, and have signed a 
protest against the City Financiers’ Scheme, proves 
that the Fund does not concern itself with nursing 
politics. Nurses, like other people, are free,to choose 
their insurance office; the great thing is that they 
should make real provision for old age or sickness, and 
not be content with putting a little money into the 
Post Office Savings Bank one month and taking it out 
the next. If Mr. Somerville will give the names of 
ofices which will give nurses (‘ better value for their 
money,” he will do them a kindness.
