Bartholomew’s Hospital, aud as to the other half for 
the Benevolent Fund of the Foundling Hospital.

Sleigh (Sister President), of St. Bmtholoniew’s Hos- 
pital, n courheous appreciation OF the  assistance 
nfforded to surgeons by tlie skilled Sisters who are 
responsible for the critical cases under their care. 

The’ dbvernors of St. George’s Hospital have decided 
to make a special npped for a sum of &!350,000 for the 
purpose of rebuiIding the hospitd. The number of 
in-pcttienh admitted to the institution in  1904 was 
4,530, and the number of out-patients was 36,631,

Tomlinson last 
week .in the House of Commons wlietlier in view of 
accident or sudden illness there was a medicine-chest 
in the House, answered that there was one in the 
police department. The key was kept by the constable 
on duty in the room where the cheat was housed. He 
had instructions not to allow anybody but a medical 
inan to open it. 

The Duchess of Somerset has sent 8150 to the funds 
of the Alexandra Hospital for Children as the result 
of a concert held nt 35, Grosvenor Square, on 
MarCli 30th.
