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, The President of the Board of Trade (Mt. Geralil 
Balfour) replied i t  was proposed ,in due course to 
hold an inquiry, at which those who had made 
objections to the application would be given an 
apportunity of stating the grounds of their opposi- 
tion in  the presence of representatives of the appli- 
cants, and that, in  the&e circumstances, it would be 
unnecessary for him to trollbio the proposed depu- 
tation to attend. 
. The inquiry was held on Friday, May Sth, dt the 
Biard of Trade Office, by Mr. Barnes, Comptroller 
bf the Companies Department, for Lord Salisbury, 
the present President of the Board of Trade, when 
Mra Bedford Penmiclr: and Mias M. Mollett attended 
as the Representatives of this Society. 

Other Societios opposing the scheme wliich were 
ififluentially represented were the British Medical 
Association, the British Cynscological Society, the 
Birmingham and District General Medical Practi- 
tioner$’ Union, the Royal College of Surgeons of‘ 
Ireland, tlie Royal British Numes’ Association, the 
Matrons’ Council, the League of St. Bartholomew’s 
Hospital Xurses, the Scottish Committee for Pro- 
moting the State Registration of Trained Nurses,
