Miss Fletcher is one 
of the nurses who attended the King after his 
operation in the Coronation Pear, and was 
t?rained at the I-Iospital for Women, Liverpool, 
afterwarcls working at Miss 3IcCaul’s Nursing 
Home in  Well)ecB Street,, from v-hich institu- 
tion, upon the recommendation of Sir Frederick 
Trews, she was selected to nurse the Thg. 

The 21st of Noveniber just gone by is a date 
of some importance in the history of nursing, 
as it vas on November 21st, 1887, Bat  in 
response to an invitation from Mrs. Bedford 
Fenwick, the Matrons of eight London hospitals 
met together at 20, Upper Wimpole Street, and 
practically founded the British Niirses’ Associa- 
tion. It is interesting to note that of these 
historic eight, only three, BIrs. Fenwick, Miss 
Ish Stemrt ,  and Miss Mollett have, during all 
these years, stood firm in and out of season for 
the great principle adopted at the meeting- 
tlie Organisation of Nursing by State Authority, 
and that after eighteen years’ opposition tlieg 
are still optimistic as to the ultiinate m(:cess of 
their principles.
