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free of charge. But we should expect that the mem- 
bers of the class would voluntarily support the British 
Esperanto Association in some way suited t o  their 
means (e.g., (.I) by membership, (2)by subscribing to thc 
journal). The text-book that I should select would be 
Geoghegan’s Grammar and Exercises (1s. Gd.). And 
when that was finished there would probably have to  
be a division of the class into achamed and elemeidary 
sections. The advanced w y l d  preferably take up 
“Fundamenta Krestomatio (3s. 6d. or. 49. Gd., 
according to binding), but if expense were an object 
I mould select a cheaper reading book. The elenien- 
taries mould have t o  go over their Geoghegan again. 

There is a cheaper way, but not so good, which I 
will discuss if you wish. 

For the first two or three lessons a blacltboard 
would be a great convenience, but it is not essential. 
I could also make use of a lantern and operator, if 
placed a t  niy disposal for one evening.
