Lord Lamington on Tuesday laid 
the foundation-stone of the new 
Earopean Hospital at Poona, the gift 
of Mr, Jacob Sassoon in conimemora- 
tion of the visit of the Princec and 
Princess of Wales to India. The 
laying of the stone was made the 
occasion of a brilliant function. 

The foundation stone of the first 
sanatorium built by the National Association for 
Erecting Sanatoria for Workers suffering from 
Tuberculosk was laid by Princess Christian of 
Gchleswig-nolstein on the outskirts of Benendell 
on Saturday. The buildings will staiid on a 
hillside, 230 ft. above sea level. The distin- 
guishing feature of the association’s sclieme is that 
the cost of niaintenance of the institutions will be 
defrayed by tho working classes through their various 
organisations. 

The directors of the Royal Edinburgh Hospital for 
Siclt Children ]la\-e just issued an appeal for 520,000 
to provide. a convalescent Home. It is pointed out 
that the Sick Cliilclren’s Hospital, mliich has done SO 
much gc~od work in  the treatment of poor, suffering 
children, iiot only from the Edinburgh district, but 
from Scotland generally, has long felt the want of a 
convalescent home in the country, to which children 
might be sent for a short period to confirm their 
recovery before returning to their own homes. An 
opportune occasion has, in ihe opinion of the 
directors, arisen for undertaking Ihe scheme. By 
the beneficence of the late Jliss Mary Jane Meikle- 
iiam the hospital will acquire, as part of the residue 
of her estate, the house and grounds at Muirfield at  
Gullane, and it is proposed, if the necessary funds 
are obtained, to establish a convalescent home there. 
The locality is an eminently suitable one. It is near 
the sea, healthy, and conveniently accessible from 
Edinburgh, while the ground, sheltered as it is by 
the trees on the north, east, and west, and with a 
sunny exposure to the south, forms a sito for a home 
for convalescent patients which it is believed could 
not easily be surpassed. The existing house, which 
is small, is being temporarily used for a few con- 
valescent children; .but it is intended to establish a 
home suitable for the needs of the hospital, and it is 
estimated that to do SO, and to provide even a partial 
endowment, a sum of at least rE20,OOO will be re- 
quired. For that sum the directors earnestly appeal 
to the public.

isolation hospital, so that unhealthy wounds may be 
treated apart. rE26,OOO is needed for these improve- 
ments and rE11,500 is already in hand.

The Medico-Political Commit toe of the British 
Medical Association have issued n report of their 
suggested amendments of the rules of the Central 
Midrives’ Board. one of the Ill(JSt important altera- 
tions is that no person shall be admitted to an 
examination unless she produces evidence satigfactory 
to the Central Midwives’ Board that she has attended 
during not less than three months a cuurse of instruc- 
tion in a lying-in hospital or other public institution 
recognised by the Central Midwives’ Board. The 
course of instruction shall be given in accordance 
with the conditions prescribed by the Central Xid- 
wives’ Board, and must include personal attendance on 
not less than twenty cases of labour and the cnro of 
mother and child during ten days following labour. 

This regulation would do much to iinprovo the 
standard of knowledge required, but woultl shut out 
much private tuition and feaching in the difltrict, 
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
