At the Newington Sessions, before Mr. Loveland’
X.0., Annie Twyman, fifty, nurse, pleaded guilty to
stealing a ring and other articles, the property of
Elizabeth Buckler. My. Slade Butler prosecuted.

Detective-sergeant Ball stated that prisoner had
undergone five sentences since 1877, and one term of
three years’ penal servitude. She was last released
in 1900. Professionally she was a very clever nurse,-
but she was also a persistent thief. She had carried
on-a nursing institution at Bickerton Road, Holloway.
Three years ago she nursed an old lady who had
£500 in a drawer; £150 was missed, and the
prisoner was discharged. There was no doubt that
she used the money to open up the nursing institu-
tion, In June a gentleman died in her house, and
£7, a silver snuff-box, eyeglasses, and a set of false
teeth disappeared. In the prisomer's possession was
a miscellaneous collection of property, which beyond
question was the proceeds of her robberies.

She was sent to penal servitude for three years,
with two years’ police supervision to follow.

Now we ask our readers, are they proud of belong-
ing to a profession in which a ‘“persistent thief” of
thirty years’ standing can come in and out of gaol
and victimise sick and helpless people ? If each one
does her duty to that profession, and the community,
she will at once join the Society for the Registration
of Nurses and just clamour to have our Bill made
law before Annie Twyman is out of durance vile.
