Gordon dominates all—rugged, rough-hewn, bub
what within?

An attempt to deseribe the plot would spoil the

story for the uninitiated reader and mar the sub-
tlety of the writing. It is sufficient to say that
the whole is worth reading, but there are some
scenes so vigorous, and so powerfully described as
to be positively haunting.
