very setting of the story with the coach drives, the 
descriptions of Falmouth’s byeways, and so forth, 
have a familiar ring about them which is always 
f c srinating. 

There are four women in the story, as diverse in 
character as can well be imagined. The gentle, 
vvonianly Miss Anielia Plinlimmon j the kindly but 
masoulina Miss Lydia Belcher j the undemon- 
strativo, care-worn lfrs. Stimcoe j and a certain 
Metn-a species of unknown quantity, who ap- 
pears a t  the end of the story, but has her use. One 
of these four has a love story-it would spoil sport 
t o  say which. The little romance is a slight 
matter, but it is entirely satisfactory-the final 
touch to an eminently readable book.
