- We are pleased to note from the reports of
meetings of several Boards of Guardians that
the question of standards of training and effi-
ciency for nurses employed is engaging the
attention of the Boards. Ab Macclesﬁeld Dr.

. Bradley, the Workhouse Medical Ofﬁcer, is

far from satisfied. At a recent meeting he
said that he was afraid there was something
radically wrong in the organisation of their
nursing staff-—something that wanfed sifting
snd eradicating—or there would not be these
constant changes. What he had to find fault
with was the course adopted by the Board of
advertising for a nurse with certain qualifica-
tions, and then appointing someone who did
not possess those qualifications. He hoped
that sort of thing would be abolished.

. We hope so, too.

Large sums of money have recently been
left to charitable institutions, and some sensi-
ble men (why dont women leave their money
to endow women’s work?) have evidently ap-
preciated the work of district nurses. The late
Alderman - King, of Portsmouth, has be-
queathed £200 to the Borough of Portsmouth
Victoria Nursing Association, and the late
Alderman Alrill £1,000 to the West Brom-
wich Nurses’ Home.
