The building 
when fitted and furnished 
will have cost 820,000. Her 
Royal Highness has also 
consented to open on the 
first day a three days' 
bazaar and sale of work in 
aid of the f-unds for the 
New Nurses Home, to be 

held in the new-wing at  the close of the open- 
ing ceremony. The architect's estimate for 
building and furnishing the New Nurses' 
Home, yhich will contain upwards of 100 bed- 
fooms, is J220,OOO.

This was not the case in connection 
with a Dane, who died in the Hampstead 
Workhouse recently, seventeen hours after ad- 
mission, skven hours out of this period being 
spenti in a strait-jacket, without being seen by 
a doctor.
