The Report presented“ by R h .  E. Davies, 
the Chief 1,ady Superintendent of Lady 
Alinto*’s Indjan Nursing Association, a t  the 
meeting h&P at  Yic&egal Lodge on October 
24th, on the progress aiid worliing of the Asso- 
ciation is full of interest and promise. The 
Dacca centre is to be opened almost imme- 
diately, and a Lady Superintendent has been 
selected, whose headquarters for the present 
will be at  Shillong. Id addjtion to’ her secre- 
tarial worlr, her duties will include visits to  the  
various provincial houses:. 

An arrangement has been made that as an 
experiment the services of a nurse shall be  
entirely a t  the disposal of Major Shelley for 
the provision of efficient nursing, for the poorer 
officials on the Bombay, Baroh ,  and Central 
India liailway. Major Shelleg is to  be entirely 
responsible for the salary of the nurse, and to 
have full power of settling the fees charged, 
and of remitting them in given cases. *The 
nv.rse will be lodged in the bungalow at  Ajmer, 
and a tent will be provided, also a cook, where 
necessary, for the use of the iiurse in case6 
where suitable accommodation or food cannot 
be provided by the patients. 

Definite arrangements have been made for 
the organbation of a branch in Burma, and 
the quarters for nurses are practically com- 
plete. With the establishment of this Branch 
all the Provinces originally suggested will have 
their centres, established practically within a 
gear of the inaugurrition of the Association. 
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
