THE R,B N.A. DIPLOMA. 

It has been asserted by a lay nursing paper 
tha t  the Rledico-Political Committee of the  British 
Medical Association has, in relation t o  the diploma 
of the  R.B.N.A., passed a resolution t h a t  though 
it entirely disapproved of the creation of 
diploma by a private body, i t  did not disapprove of 
steps. being taken for the higher education of 
”nurses. We are officially iiiformed tha t  the. 
matter is still under the  consideration of a Sub- 
committee of the Rledico-Political Committee of 
the B.M.A., and that  so far no definite action has. 
been taken in  regard t o  it. 

In this connection it is well t o  recall the 
evidence 011 this point of SirVictor Horsley before 
the  Committee on Registration of t h e  House of 
Commoiis. In answer t o  the  Chairman he said:
