PRELIMINARY TRAINING AT BRISTOL ROYAL 

INFIRMARY. 
To the Editor of the “British Journal of Nursing.” 

DJMR MADAX,-I see by this week’s issue of the 
BRITISH JOURNAL OF NURSINQ tha t  you have been 
informed by the ‘Lady Superintendent of Leicester 
Infirmary that a preliminary training school for 
nurses had been started in connection with tha t  
Infirmary in 1008, and that, therefore, the para: 
graph I had the pleasure of sending you was in- 
accurate, which I do not consider is the case. 

My Committee mere perfectly well aware of mliat 
was being done at Leicester and the great diffsr- 
ence between the two schools is that  under our 
arrangement the pupil probationers receive seven 
weeks’ training before they are‘ allowed- t o  elite: 
the wards or associate with the other nurses in the 
Nurses’ Home; this being exactly on the same 
lines as the schools in connection with the Londoii 
Hospital or Guy’s Hospital, in contradistinction 
t o  the scheme carried out a t  Zeicester and a t  least 
one of the Scotch hospitals. One of the chief 
reasons for instituting this school is tha t  nursgs 
may be on trial for some weeks before in’ any wag 
coming in contact with the work of the house, and 
are, during this period, under the supervision and 
control of a Sister specially engaged for this pur- 
pose. We are not anxious to enter into a public 
controversy, but think you shduld be informed as 
to the reason for our statement.
