The cap con- 
sists of a metal ring with a diaphragm of absor- 
bent gauze material. It is provided with fine wire 
springs, by means of which it may readily be ad- 
justed to  the transmitter of the instrument, the 
acoustic properties of which are in no way hffected 
by its presence. The gauze material should be 
moistened with a solution of Jeyes2 fluid (one teal 
spoonful to a tumblerful of water) a t  intervals of 
not longer than one meek; the oftener the cap is 
moistened, the greater mill be the measure of 
security afforded.
