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Any person who .vithin three years from 
- t h e  coniniencenient of this Act claims to bo 

registei’ed thereuncler shall be so, registered 
provided such person . . (1) holds a certi- 
ficate of training for such period as. may be 
prescribed by the rules framed uiider the pro- 
visions of the Act from a hospital or hospitais 
approved by the Council. 

In moving - this amendment, Lord Salis- 
. .bury said that Parlianient ought to be very 

careful about fisiiig the esact number of years 
. in an Act. Moreover, he was iiifornied that 

the Army and the Navy .could train inalu 
nurses in two years, ancl, if this Ivere the case, 
though he was not aware of any other training 
schools for male nurses, other institutions 
might be able to clo the same, and, indeed, one 
very large hospital (the Londoa Hospital) clid 
certificate its nurses a t  the end of two years. 

The amendment was accepted by Lord 
Ampthill on the understanding that it clicl not 
pledge him in regard to subsequent amend- 
ments to be moved by Lord Salisbury in rela- 
tion to the salbe Clause. 

The Lord President said that the Govern- 
meht would accept4he amendment. 

Another amendment by Lord Salisbury 
that the words “ approved by the Council” 
should be omitted and the words “ nanied in 
such rules ) ’  inserted, was .not accepted by 
Lord Anipthill. 

A further amendment by Lord Salisbury was 
accepted by the Government, by which Section 
4 of this Clause now runs (‘ produces evidence 
satisfactory to the Council of training pre- 
scribed by the rules framed under the provi- 
sions of this Act.”

The Lord President then nioved that Clause 

12 should be left out, and the following new 
Clause inserted :- 

“ A t  the espiration of the said term

I n  Section 2 of this Claiise, which deals with 
the supplementary register of Asylum Trained 
Nurses, the Lord President niovecl the acldi- 
tion of the words “ or who have qualified as 
iiieiital attendants in the Royal Army nledioal 
Corps.” 

“ T’liere shall he a Nurses’ Register coni- 
prising . , (2) A supplementiiry register of 
asylum trained nimes, to be called the hlriital 
Nurses’ Register, containing the iianies of 
nurses who hold the certificate of the nIt3~lico- 
Psychological A~xociation, or its equivalent, 
granted under conditions approved of by the 
Council, or who have qualifiecl as niental 
attendants in the Xoyal Army hleclicd Co~ps!” 

This Cliiuse, therefore, now runs : 

Lord Salisbury’s aniendnients in relation to 
Clause 11 need cause nuwes no ansiety. They 
are designed to give greater eIasti&y to the 
Clause, always a most clesii*al)le thing in :in 
Act of Parliament. 

l’he new Claim insci?ecl on the niotioii of 
Viscount Iilutchinson is, n’e unclerstnnd, de- 
sigiied to provide against the possihilitg of the 
Council cleclining to recognise Training Scliool~ 
connected with homr~opathic hospitnls, Init 
such an apprehension need riot be eiitt.rtrtinec1, 
because nurses are not concerned with systems 
of medicine; their duty is to cwry out the 
treatment prescribed. Good nursing is very 
highly valued by niaiiy homceopathic phygi- 
cians ancl surgeons, and the training given to 
nurses in some homceopathic hospitals is very 
thorough.
