The Prince of Wales presided on Monday a t  
Marlborough House over a meeting of the Qelleral 
 council of King Ednwrd’s Hospital Fund fo1, Lon- 
,don. The amount received by the fund this year, 
after payment of expenses, was $2156,748. Of tllis 
8135,000 is allotted for distribution among hos- 
pitals, and G5,OOO among conralescellt homes and 
,sanatoria. 

The Nobel Prize Committees have awarded the 
$prizes this year as follows : -ChemistTy.-Prof. 
Ernest Itutherford, of Alancliester University, for 
his researches in radio-activity. Pi~ysics.-Prof. 
Qabriel Lippmann, Paris, for discoveries in con- 
section with colour photography. Medicine.- 
Prize divided between Professor Metchnikoff, of 
Paris, and Professor Paul Ehrlich, of Frankfurt-on- 
Main, for researches in the subject of natural and 
acquired immunity., Literature.-rrofessor Rudolf 
Euclren, of Jena, for his philosophical works. The 
prize-winners, with the exception of Professor 
Metchnikoff, who was unable to be present, re- 
ceived their prizes, consisting of a medal, a dip- 
loma, and a cheque for $7,680 from the King of 
Sweden last week. 

An interesting novelty exhibited a t  a Reception 
at the Incorporated Institute of Hygiene by Mr. 
A. W. Mayo Robson, F.B.C.S., last week was a 
plum pudding, twelve feet in circuniference, of 
which all the 300 ingredients had been submitted 
t o  rigorous analysis in the labdratories of the 
Institute.

On Tuesday, the 15th inst. , the Earl of Coventry, 
on behalf of the subscribers of tlie town and dis- 
trict, presented to the trustees of the Kidder- 
minster Infirmary and Children’s Hospital, a 
memorial to the late Sir Fredericlr Godson, which 
takea the form of a mortuary chapel, fo r  which 
Lady Godson has given a beautiful inural decora- 
tion in memory of her husband. This chapel 
supplies a very much needed want of tlie institu- 
+ion. W0 hope later to give a further description 
of it. 

Professor Gilbert Murray, presiding recently a t  
a meeting of tlie Osford Aiiti-Sweating League, in 
t h e  hall of Christ Churah, said that  in general all 
social reform pased through three stages. The 
,first was for someone to discover that soniething 
was wrong. That generally took a t  least a century, 
and was a sign that things had begun to come 
before people’s notice that anything was wrong. 
The nest stage was one of education, in which the 
people who had discovered that  there was a social 
.evil t o  be remedied had t o  point it out t o  what he 
might call the large mass of uninformed rich, who 
did not know there was anything mrong. That was 
a peculiarly difficult and tantalising process, be- 
a&use with a large proportion of people a t  any rate 
as soon as they had told them it once they pro- 
cceeded t o  forget it, and as soon as they told them 
.again they got bored, and said they had heard it 

before. Then the third stage was for the social 
reformers (the original generation of them had 
probably long passed away) who remained to agree 
among themselves upon some scheme, and eventu- 
ally, after a long struggle, to  get it through the 
House of Commons. 

At the last meeting of the Cardiff Infirmary 
Board of 3lanagemellt it was reported that tEer0 
was an over-drait of $20,000 a t  the bank. It was 
also announced that Lord Aberdare had promised to 
becoin6 responsible for any overdraft up to $25,000. 
A scheme has been inaugurated by Lady Aberdare 
to raise a fund of 1,000,000 shillings for th0 
Infirmary.
