Wherever the 
system of nurse training is absolute-and indeed 
most of these male-managed nurse training schools 
are a law unto themselves-the committee and 
officials are antagonistic to State organisation of 
nursing. Indeed, I heard a hospital governor ex- 
.claim the other day that “ the whole agitation 
is very impertinent, and the scrubbers will be 
prating about legal status next.” Also that un- 
lesshospital managers had discretionary powers over 
their servants (that’s us) the hospitals would have 
40 be shut up.” Of course this is an extreme case, 
but something of that spirit of intolerance is 
around, and ye hare a right to politely request 
+hat the State should keep it within bounds. As at  
pfesent trained nurses are neither ‘I fish, flesh, 
fowl, or good red herring,” and no laws stand on 
t h e  Statute Book conceraing them, it is high time 
Parliament dealt nvith their affairs-quite BB much 

. for the protection of sick people as lor that of their 
LZUrSW.
