DBAR MmAx;-Those who are equally the friends 
of children and animals regret the recent exhibi- 
tion of English wild birds in captivity, and of 
other unsuitable (( pets ’) in connection with the 
baby show a t  Plaistow. At a time when all think- 
ing persons are striving to suppress the waste of 
bird-life and so to stop the bird-torture connected 
with the bird-catcher’s cruel proceedings, it is 
regrettable that  well-meaning persons should 
patronise exhibitions, and offer prizes, for what 
to any considerate spectator must be a pitiful 
s i g h t t h a t  of a wild bird in  prison. 

The redpole or red linnet is among the sadIy 
dwindling British birds which are barbarously 
caught to pine behind bars. Its miserable incar- 
ceration is no elevating sight for children. 

Moreover, it is a mistake t o  exhibit goats draw- 
ing children in carriages, just after the Royal 
Society fo r  the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals 
has condemned this practice. The Daily Express, 
March 6th) states the opinion of the Society’s 
solicitor as follows: “Goats are not suitable as 
draught animals, and if they are used it necessi- 
tates cruelty.” In  consequence of this, goat car- 
riages are now forbidden a t  Ramsgate, and the 
solicitor adds ((With regard to other places I can- 
not a t  present say what steps will be taken, but 
we shall keep observation and do whatever we can 
in the matter.” 

I would suggest that  a bad example is set by 
these exhibits a t  the Plaistow Show.

G. G. du #.-The question of co-operative train- 
ing of nurees is beconihg a greatel. necessity every 
day, when all infectious and contagious d i s e w -  
are eliminated from general hospitals, and speciab, 
hospitals treat the majority of diseases in the most; 
scieatifio manner. Enteric will soon be a thing of 
the past in RIetropolitaa geueral hospitals. 
Thus, in looking forward to  clefiiiing a comprehen- 
sive curriculunl for a trained nurse, 600ll t o  bo a 
(( registered nurse,” a system OF co-operation 
amongst hospitals will have to be arsanged so thab 
different branches can be pl.actically taught to 
nu- in training. This has influenced Lord 
Anipthill in proposing the ainendluent in Clauses 
11 and 12 of the Nurses’ Registration Bill, which 
reads, “ A  three yeais’ certificate from a general: 
hospital, or hospitals.” Presumably it will not be’ 
inipwibb for a general hospital t o  arrange to  work 
in co-operation with, say, a fever hmpital for such 
of its probatioiie1.s as require an infectious disease* 
course. A11 1iui.se.s wishing t o  do private nursing 
should possess this qualification. In  Dublin, thie. 
co-operation between general, infectious, and in 
some instances maternity, hospitals, has been found ’ 
of great practical value, and obstetric experience 
forms a part of a nurse’s training in the United 
States and Canada. Nevertheless, it  will take some’ 
years after the Registration of Nurses’ Act is in 
form before we begin to see the results from sys- 
tematised training,
