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appeal t o  I~UI‘S.~S through his anti-registration 
j ouriial.” 

Niss Husley then rose to put the first re$o- 
lution, and said a few worcls beforeliancl, that 
a t  first she was iiiclinecl to fall in with the 
palllphlet’s proposals, and get rotes fillecl in, 
but 011 talliillg the matter over, she sari. the 
true inwarclness of things, and now hacl the 
honour of proposing the follo.cr.ing i’esolution :IS 
yery moclemtely esprrssing her feelings to- 
wards this piece of clubious policy :- 

RESOLUTIOKS. 
(‘ That the I i k h  Nurses’ A~sociatioi~, liavilig care- 

fully condered the  terms of the plehiscite 011 
Registration, proposed by the Xditor of t he  
Xursitig X i r r o r ,  a nerrspaper opposed to State 
Registration, declines to  take any pait in it, as the 
Association cannot approve of rotes being collected 
Bp an irresponsible aiithority and procured by tile 
offer of iiioneg prises. It isalso objectionable that tlie 
votes of iiiirses engaged in hospitals opposed t o  
Registration sho~ild be taken by those ullder whom 
tlie mimes are serving, as votes so taken caiiiiot be 
regarded as a free or independent expression of 
opinion .” 

This was seconded by Niss MacA4rdle in a 
few words n.aimly approving, and supportecl 
also by Miss Pate, Xatroii, Adelaide Hospital, 
ancl by Xiss S’iole t Roberts (representing Pri- 
Irate Xurses). Miss Roberts strongly con- 
clemled this measure as a iriost uiiclignified 
method of dealing with a Parliamciitary que+ 
tion, which hacl alrcxcly passed the House of 
Lorcls, and she advised her fellow iiiirses pre- 
sent to hare  nothing xhaterer to do with it. 

Thc resolution was then put, aiid carried 
without a single clissentierit voice. 

Xiss Wills, Q.Y.J,I., iiiored the seconcl 
resolution :- 

‘‘ That copies of the foregoiiig I-esoliitim, with a 
report of this meeting, be foivardecl to the Editor 
of the Fursirrg JIirrm, t o  the memhers of k0th 
Hoiises of Psrliaiiient , mho liave so geiieroii4y aided 
Iridi nurse5 upon the Registration qiicsiim, aiid t o  
the Press.” 

1 .h Wills said she consiilered that the nrhole 
thing was an insult t o  the Su~niiig Profession, 
and she hoped that nursps would ~vari i  their 
sisters in the comitry ngniiist it. 

Xiss Carsoii-’Hae wcondtd tlic re:solution, 
ivith cordial approval. Tt w a : ~  supported Iiy 
3 . h  13utler, Portobello Hospital. 

Alrs. Kildare Treary, in supporting the 
resolutio11, reported a gl’oss case of attcniptecl 
coercion in a Lolldoll hospital, where a niirse 
had voted for registration. 

Tllis resolution was also pI)RSSCCl, 137 
accla1iiation, ancl the meeting ended.

Ne 
passed the nominal sentence of two cliiys’ iiiiprison- 
iiient, which iiivolred lier iiiiniediate discharge. 

A CHARGE OF WILFUL NEGLECT. 
At the .&sex As,izes, at Clieh11~~0rd, on Fe\ebi*uary 

4th, Etliel Jlaud Nary Willq, uewriheil ns a ~ii~rse, 
was iiidicted for wilfully iieglectmg cel-taia chilclren 
in her custody in N iiiaiiiier likely to  cause t1ie.m 1111- 
necessary siiffering aiiil injury t o  their health. 

For the proseclition it ~ r a s  atated that t he  
prisoner was of independent 1iieaii9, and though not 
a profc4oiial inirhe, had started n hoii~e in Rams- 
gate iii I‘t~Iii*uary ‘cif Iaxt year, wliero she remained 
till Spptwnber. The home n’as regi.stered. 011 Sep- 
temlrer 7th she iiio.r.c.rl t o  Grct-ii’~ F:ir~ii, Ileal- 
Oiignr, Iiriiiging 30 chilclreii with 1iw. She gave 110 
notice t o  the  Essex aiithorities. On October 8 th  
Dr. Fowler called a t  tlie farm, which was not fit 
fo r  tlie purpose of lieeping c*liilcIren. There was 110 
water within half a mile, :uid no c1rain:ige. Dr. 
Fowler reported t.o tlie authorities, and notice I Y ~ S  
given to the accnwd t o  ~t~iiiow3 the cliildren or 
&ate the nuisance caiiwl 11y the state of “clQ 
premise4 within ten days. She adwrtised for  
people t o  take the cliilch~c~ii. and wine mere ta1;en. 
011 October 27th the Iii,prctor of tliu Natioilal 
Society for tlio Prevmitiaii of Criiclty t o  Children 
called and foiiiid elevcn chilrlrc~ wry ill, aacl tha t  
sweii had  died iii a month. 111 t iw CYLSO of oiic child, 
r h o  aftcrmnrds died, a11 5rni 1iad lrecii lrrokcii a t  
sonic tiine, and appawiitly 110 ~ t r p s  had hecn talien 
to  set it. Aiiotlicr child ww hnfferiiig from a 
h nrribk arizpt ion, aiicl two c41 ilillrii, mIicn Iiaiided 
over t o  anotlicr wo~iiaii, had ~jores on  ilittir 11c:icls 
caiised 117 vermin. 

L( Sistcr ChtliCriiie ” Drngr trhtificcl t o  tlic kinrl- 
n e w  of t h e  acciwd, who 111ac1e iip profit nt all. 

Xime Siisaii Nartin, who fotchcd 0110 of tho 
children a~vay, said the child appeared very ill, 
tlic arm was dischatging matter : there was a band- 
age upon it, hut appai*ently 110 dresqing. Aiiotbor 
\vitiiess trstified to the  veriiiiiioiw oonditioh of 
ch ildren wh 0111 she received. 

For tlie defence it was pleadcc1 that tlierG was no  
wilful iicglect. 

The learilecl Judge held that  the case mas not 0118 
of baby farming, rne accnsed made no profit, but 
spent her money on the  children. She had t o  
leave Ramsgate suddenly, a i d  wm to have a larger 
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
