EXAMINATIONS 
The report of Dr. John Fawcett, Physician t o  

Guy’s Hosp., 011 the examination of the probationer 
nurses at the Portsmouth Infirmary, which was 
submitted by the Infirmary Committee t o  the Guar- 
dians a t  a recent meeting exemplifies the value of 
an independent examination, and of the criticism 
of an examiner. Dr. Fawcett expressed his satis- 
faction with the second and third year nurses, the 
examinations showing that the standard of teach- 
ing had been well maintained throughout the year 
with very good results. His report, in part, is as 
follows : - 

Third year.-Two nurses from among those in 
the third year failed, while 10 were successful; 
Nurses Gibbs and CQggan passed a ‘( very good ” 
esaniination ; Nurses Honeywood, K. Willens, B. 
A. B. Smith, A. Delahay, and L. Vinell, a g o d  ” 
esamination ; and Nurses B. A. Houghton, S. Tay- 
Ior, and E. L. Henwtt a (( satisfactory ” examina- 
tion. 

Second yenr.-From amongst the second year 
.nurses eight were successful, and one failed; Nurse 
I<. Busten passed a ‘(very good” examination; 
Nurses Gill, R. Smith, Eillick, and Heard a 
‘ I  good ” examination; and Nurses Corney, Paith- 
mite ,  and Covington, mere ‘( satisfactory.” 

First year.-Of the first year nurses I am unable 
to speak in such high terms as in past years, as bhe 
result of the examination was by no means satis- 
factory. The answers to the questions set in the 
paper6 vere, in many cases, le= oomplete than 
usual, and badly expressed. The rau l t  of the 
viva. voce examination was, on the whole, satisfac- 
tory. A study of the papers appears to  me to point 
to the conclusion that the standard of general 
edncation attained by some of the candidaim, pre- 
vious to the commencement of their training, was 
mnsiderably below that of former years. 

Clommenting on the report the Chairman, Mr. E. 
Hall, said that the aim and object of the Com- 
mittee in the future should be to we that the 
scholastic part of the nurses’ education should be 
gone into first, and that the training should follow. 
This is a very satisfactory outcome.
