Dr. Simpson speaks reservedly of whole sterilised 
milk and Buddised milk for infants, and psefers t o  
recommend modifications of cow’s mills, which have 
been found empirically to suit the infant. There is 
~iseful matter concerning minor dig&tive disturb- 
an= with dietetic treatment. We note, however, 
no mention ie made of lactabd milk in the chapter 
on diarrhm. The book, by reaeon of ita smalln@e, 
has perforce the d i d v a n t a g e  of being slight, but 
the teaching is sound and up-to-date. It is pub- 
lished by Simpkins, Marshall, and Co. 
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
