The DProfessor to be appointed at London
University in connection with the Galton Profes-
sership of Eugenies, is to be charged with the
duty of pursning the knowledge and furthering
the study of national engenies—i.e,, “of the
agencies under social control that may improve or
impair the racial faculties of future generations,
physically and mentally. With his assist-
ants he is to collect materials hearing on eugenics;
disenss such materials and draw conclusions; from
a central office provide information, under
appropriate restriction, to private individuals and
to public authorities concerning the laws of inherit-
ance in man, and to urge the conclusions as to
soeial conduct which follow from such laws; and ex-
tend the knowledge of eugenies in other ways.”’

The Visiting Committee of the City of London
Hospital for Mental Diseases reports that at the
close of the twelve months there were 305 private
patients in residence, that the nurses’ home cost

' £6,245, and that money had heen paid entirely out

of the profits from private patients, which had also
provided the pension of the late Superintendent.

An extremely interesting ceremony was the
presentation of prizes and certificates to the
students of the Evening Classes and Day College
at the South-Western- Polytechnic Institute,
Chelsea, by Sir Alfred Keogh, K.C.B., LL.D., Rec-
tor of the Imperial College of Science and Tech-
nology, on March 10th, when the chair was occu-
pied by Mr. W, Hayes Fisher, M.P.

After the presentation wceremony, Sir Alfred
Keogh addressed the meeting, congratulating the
prize-winners most heartily, while counselling those
students who had not won prizes mot to be dis-
couraged, for many qualities went to the making
of ultimate success. The successful students had,
he said, shown a splendid capacity for taking
pains; they might have been triflers, bub they had
shown themselves eagerly thirsting for knowledge,
and possessed by a determination to succeed.

Continuing, the speaker said we must recognise
that at the present moment education was in the
erucible. A Royal Commission was now sitting to
inquire into the University education of London.
That was a current event which very directly con-
cerned his hearers, many of whom were con-
cerned with pure science and its application. -

Technological education was also in the melting

pot; there were those who affected to look down

upon it, and thought that directly science con-
cerned 1tself with technology it soiled itself. He
and his colleagues of the Imperial College had
very definite views on the subject, They held that
a Technological Faculty should he established,
consisting of teachers in the various departments
concerned, and that they should do all they could
to dignify technology, as worthy of a University
degree. N
