Nurses’ Association, whose Registration Bill, 
introduced by Senator Locke, ancl read fivst 011 
January 10th of this year, has passed through 
both Houses. 

Miss L i m a  G. Richardson, who was dele- 
gated to look after the iiiteresta of the Bill a t  
the capital, reports in the N w s c s ’  J o u r ~ l  of 
t lza Pacific Cocist: “ The Oregon Bill for Re- 
gistration passed through both Houses during 
the first week of February, without suffering 
mutilation in any n7ay during that process. Dr. 
Locke, who introduced the Bill, did splendid 
work for us, ancl Representative Beal notified. 

e us when. breakers appeared ahead. Two Ses- 
sions with the ‘ Committees, one in each 
House, with .copious correspondence and prj- 
sonal work anioi~g senators and representa- 
tives, esplainecl away all prejudice, ancl paci- 
fied opposition. As Governor West has given 
his word not to veto the Bill, i t  is only a ques- 
tion of time until Oregon is on the map in 
State Registration.” 

The Bill provides for the appointment by the 
Governor of a State Board of Esaniination and 
Registration of Graduate Nurses, whose duty 
i t  will be to  enforce the provisions of the Act, 
from a list of nanies submitbet1 by the Oregon 
State Association of Graduate Nurses. With 
the esception of the Board first appohted, all’ 
the nominees must be registered under the pro- 
visions of the Act. 

The members of the  Board are to meet in 
the City of Portland as soon as  organised, ancl 
to elect from their number a President, who 
shall act a% Inqec tor  of Training Schools for 
Nurses, and a Secretary who shall act as 
Treasurer. 

ln enclosing subsciiptions of a number of 
membens of the Society for the State Registra- 
tion of Trained Nurses, the Lady Superinten- 
dent of a private nursing institution concludes 
her letter: “ One of our marpied menibers 
writes from India, saying how great is the need 
there for some system of Registration.
