The only 
difference between medical and other inis- 
sionaries is that the former have great advan- 
tages over the latter. Their efforts to relieve 
the sufferings of $heir patients win their grati- 
tude and love, ancl make them far more willing 
to listen to their teaching. When a nurse, 
after a busy nioining in hospital or dispensary, 
sits down to read to a group of in-patients, ancl 
talk to them about the One Who sent her there 
to help them, d i e  will fincl them wonderfully 
responsive, as a rule, aiicl our holspitxls could 
tell inariy a story of patients won for Christ 
through the efforts of the doctors or nurses they 
had learnt to love and trust. 

For this ~ o r k  no elaborate theological knon7- 
ledge is needed, but just a deep,, personal cle- 
votion to Christ, a thorough acquaintance with 
the Bible and its saving truths, and some prac- 
tical esperience i13 trying to lead souls to the 
Saviour. With these qualifications a iiuise 
may lee1 that it is just such a s  she who art> 
needed in the niissioii field. 

There must be mtlny,such amongst Cliiistisu 
nurses ancl yet how fen7 there are who offer 
themselves for inissioiiary work !
