She speci- 
ally mentioned Mrs. Bedford Fenwick's paper 
on State Registration of Nurses, and the 
Resolution, in support, carried by the Con- 
ference, and read part of the leading article 
from the Irish Times of the following day 
cordially supporting the Resolution, a t  which 

, there was great applause. She also referred 
to the Bart's splints having taken a first prize 
given by THE BRITISH JOURNAL OF NURSING 
and to the exquisite needlework in the St.

NURSING UNDER THE NATIONAL 
INSURANCE ACT. 

Mr. Charles Bathurst asked the Secretary to 
the Treasury in the House of Commons last 
week whether it was proposed in the NationaI' 
Insurance Act (1911) Amendment Bill t o  make 
provision for the inclusion in medical benefit of 
the nursing of insured persons, or otherwise t o  
take steps to provide such persons with efficient 
nursing,. and prevent the threatened extinctio>y 
through lack of financial support of county and 
district nursing associations, Mr. Masterman 
answered in the negative and added '' Provision. 
is already made under Section 21 of the prin- 
cipal Act whereby Approved Societies and In- 
surance Committees may subscribe for the sup- 
port of district nurses for the purposes of visit- 
ing and nursing insured persons, but there has 
not yet been sufficient experience of the working 
of the Act to show the full effect of this pro- 
vision or whether amendment is needed. " 
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
