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THE PREVENTION OF INFANT 
MORTALITY. 

The National Association for the Prevention 
of Infant Mortality states in its Annual Report 
just issued that the stirring events of the year which 
have echoed throughout the world, have permeated 
every form of human activity, have acted and 
re-acted on the social and economic conditions of 
every country, and are reflected to a considoraldo 
extent in the year’s work of the N,ttiunnl Associa- 
tion for the Prevention of Infant Pllortnlity. Tlx 
War has helped to arouse the conscience of thc 
nation, as perhaps nothing else would have aroused 
it, to a sense of the supreme importance and value 
of healthy motherhood and infancy. Social 
workers generally, from the heads of the Govern-
