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The Society has been in existence for twenty-seven
years and only accepts on its staff Nurses who
have had at least three years’ training in a good
general Hospital, and who are registered by the
General Nursing Council for England and Wales.

The Society secures to the ‘Nurses the just
remuneration for their work.

The Society is managed by a professional
Committee.
