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day,” as Sister remarked, I am shown how
important are cleanly surroundings for the
sick and healthy. After the Ward has been
swept we do a little gardening, watering under
and around the beds of the typhoid patients, with
one in twenty carbolic out of a sweet thing in
green cans, and most carefully wash the lockers
inside and out with the same refreshing liquid.
Everything for the use of these patients is marked
% Typhoid " in large letters—linen, crockery, &c.
~—and is all carefully kept apart from that used by
those suffering from other diseases ; all linen being
thoroughly disinfected before being sent to the
laundry.

As the clock strikes eight, Sister Damian runs
away, saying, cheerily, “Now I am on duty, and
must read prayers ;" leaving me the night report
book to study at my leisure.

I have so much more tosay, but time's up ; so
good-bye, Jean.—Yours, PrayLus.
