‘was responsible for the care of the Nurses. And
he made other pointed remarks which were hotly
resented by Mr. Dupeling (one of the Board),
and a scene ensued. The young Doctor was
called ‘ contumacious,’ and finally the Chairman
told him that ‘ resignation was open to him if he
did not approve of the management of the
Hospital.’

“And so Dr. Fulton resigned—a terrible pity !"”

sigh.
