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Justice of eontract. Those Hospitals, like the London
Westminster and the Liverpool Royal Infirmary, who exact
years of ill-paid hard labour in return for what is termed a
yeat's training, will have to deal justly with their pupils, or
they will find their Institutions deservedly shunned. Now
the Probationer is at their mercy, and they have exploited
her in consequence  Strongly advise your friends to enter
no Hospital for training where the commercial craze runs
rampant.
