League News, the annual journal which contains a list
of members and their addresses, recently issued, is excellent
evidence of the capacity of trained nurses for journalism
if they apply themselves to the task, and we congratulate
the editors on their prowess. We wish, however, to
correct an error; Under “ Publications ‘ The History
of the International Council of Nurses,”” compiled by
Margaret Breay and Ethel G. Fenwick, is favourably
noticed, but the statement that this work is sold by the
Secretary of the British College of Nurses, at 39, Portland
Place, W., is inaccurate. The * History " is to be obtained
from the Hon. Secretary of the National Council of Nurses
of Great Britain, the Headquarters of which are at 39,
Portland Place, W., and of course from the I.C.IN. Office
in Geneva.

Moreover, we could have wished that the source of its
compilation had been acknowledged as from the BRITISH
JournaL oF NursING as stated on the first page, from
the invaluable reports made by Margaret Breay in its
columns for a quarter of a century. Without her devotion
to the progress of the International Council, records would
have been meagre indeed, as no other Nursing Journal
gave adequate space or attention to its proceedings until
recent years.

As one of the most intellectual and gifted members of the
nursing profession the League is fortunate to include
Margaret Breay in its lists of members.

May we also question the professional ethics of the
“League ” in admitting a full-page advertisement of a
commercial publication calling itself ‘“ The Independent
Nursing Paper”? Are we or are we not a “ League” of
professional women ? If so, surely it is not necessary to
advertise unprofessional so-called nursing literature,
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
