(C.) A substance  generally available in the removal of 

earth  and  the lilte, is sulphate of iron  (green  copperas), 
either in a strong  solution  made  by  stirring  crystals of 
the  salt  with five or  ten  times  their  bulk of hot  water,  or 
in  the  form of powder,  to which  form the  crystals may 
be readily  brought  after  desiccation.  This  agent  should 
be used in quantlty sufficient to  destroy  all  odour,  and

water. I t  ought  not  to cost  more  than  3d.  the  bucketful,  and  should  not 
be further  diluted.  The  use of non.metallic  vessels  (wooden or  earthen- 
ware  house tubs or buckets)  should be enjoincc1 011 those  who  receive 
i t ,  and articles  that  have been soaked  in it should be set  to  soak in  
comnon  water for some  hours before thcy go to the wash.
